“Hockenheim Historic – in Memory of Jim Clark“ on t he advance 

 

The “Hockenheim Historic – in Memory of Jim Clark” strengthened the media partnership with 

Carsablanca, an online platform for lovers of vintage cars. The popular magazine is going to inform 

its readers even more intensively about the event in memory of the Scottish world champion. Due 

to the cooperation with the new format “Im Schalensitz“, Casablanca will report directly from the 

Hockenheimring from 16th till 18th April 2010  several times a day. Thus, all fans of motorsports, 

who won't be able to take part in the event, have the opportunity to be informed on all interesting 

things happening at this race weekend.

Even the new co-operation partner “AUTO BILD klassik“, the magazine of vintage and classic cars 

will accelerate concerning the coverage of the “Hockenheim Historic – in Memory of Jim Clark”.

According to his appraisal, the event will attract an excited audience 

within his readership especially because the special topics perceive appeal as well. Due to the 

media partnership Georg Seiler, manager of the Hockenheim Ring GmbH, is optimistic about being 

able to inform the readers of the vintage car-magazine on the special features of the “Hockenheim 

Historic – in Memory of Jim Clark” in detail.

Even the race classes have already been determined. There will be a “Historical Formula One 

Championship-race” and the participants of the “Historical Formula 2“, the formula-junior-drivers of 

the “FiA Lurani Trophy“ and the drivers of the “NEC Formula Renault 2.0“ as well as the “Historical 

Formula V“ are fighting for some championship points.
